Dear Friends,

Welcome to Laetare Sunday! Laetare is Latin for
“Rejoice.” This fourth Sunday of Lent, 21 days before Easter is
always celebrated as a day to relax the normal Lenten
practices...a day of hope as Easter is within sight. So, you get
a little break from the self-imposed restrictions or penances you
assumed on Ash Wednesday. Today you can have that bowel
of ice cream, that cold beer, or that cigarette you have been
craving. You can have these. But will you? Remember what |
said a few weeks ago? Good habits take 37 days to make. A
good habit can return to being a bad habit in a single day. |
guess a single ice cream cone would not be a bad thing to have,
but if you are seriously trying to quit smoking, please do not have
a cigarette today. It was always my mother’'s downfall during
Lent. She quit for the first few weeks, and then she lit up one
cigarette and that was it. Lent was over for Mom. Please
remember the 37-day rule and your Lent will be much more
fruitful.

This fourth Sunday of Lent also reminds us that we should be
praying, fasting, and giving alms quietly and without
fanfare. We were given this simple directive on Ash
Wednesday, when we heard: “Keep your deeds of mercy secret,
and your Father who sees in secret will repay you.” Yes, quietly
and without fanfare...but with joy. When we can sacrifice with
joy, this season becomes more appealing to those who
don’t see the need to walk the journey of Lent or the need
to sacrifice at all. Joy is needed this Laetare
Sunday. Perseverance is needed each and every day of
Lent. One cannot give up.

| had the opportunity to walk the Stations of the Cross last
Monday evening. There were nearly 50 of us present. We
prayed each Station with a simple song between stations. It
struck me at Station IX, “Jesus falls the Third Time,” that of the
14 Stations, Jesus falls at three of them. He only meets his
mother once. He only meets Veronica and the other women
one time as well. But in 14 steps he falls three times. But it's
not the three falls that matter. It's the three times that Jesus gets
up that matter. Bruised and battered, it would have been
easy for Jesus to remain on the ground and not get up. But
he got up. He did not give up. He completed his
journey...dying so that we may live.

The lesson for you and me on this Laetare, Rejoice Sunday is
to imitate Jesus. We need to perseverein our Lenten journey
in keeping those promises that we made on Ash
Wednesday. And doing so with joy in our hearts and smilies on
our faces.

And | conclude my words today by asking for prayers for
our three new bishops, ordained this past Thursday by
Archbishop Pérez. Please lift up in prayer Bishop Keith
Chylinski, Bishop Christopher Cooke, and Bishop Efren Esmilla
as they begin their ministries as Auxiliary Bishops of the
Archdiocese of Philadelphia. _\

“alegraos.” Este cuarto domingo de Cuaresma, 21 dias antes de
Pascua, siempre se celebra como un dia para relajar las practicas
normales de Cuaresma... un dia de esperanza ya que la Pascua
estd a la vista. Asi, obtienes un pequefio descanso de las
restricciones 0 penitencias autoimpuestas que asumiste el
Miércoles de Ceniza. Hoy puedes tomarte esa entrafia de helado,
esa cerveza fria o ese cigarrillo que tanto anhelas. Puedes tener
estos. ¢Pero lo hards? ¢Recuerdas lo que dije hace unas
semanas? Los buenos hébitos tardan 37 dias en adquirirse. Un
buen habito puede volver a ser un mal hébito en un solo
dia. Supongo que no seria malo comer un solo cono de helado,
pero si estas intentando seriamente dejar de fumar, no fumes un
cigarrillo hoy. Siempre fue la caida de mi madre durante la
Cuaresma. Dejo de fumar durante las primeras semanas, luego
encendi6 un cigarrillo y eso fue todo. La Cuaresma terminé para
mama. Recuerde la regla de los 37 dias y su Cuaresma sera
mucho més fructifera.

Este cuarto domingo de Cuaresma también nos recuerda que
debemos orar, ayunar y dar limosna en silencio y sin fanfarrias.

Si, en silencio y sin
estridencias... pero con alegria. Cuando podemos sacrificarnos
con alegria, esta temporada se vuelve mas atractiva para
aquellos que no ven la necesidad de recorrer el camino de la
Cuaresma o0 la necesidad de sacrificarse en absoluto. Se
necesita alegria este domingo de Laetare. Se necesita
perseverancia todos y cada uno de los dias de Cuaresma. Uno no
puede darse por vencido.

Tuve la oportunidad de caminar por el Viacrucis el lunes pasado
por la tarde. Eramos casi 50 presentes. Rezamos cada Estacion
con un canto sencillo entre estaciones. Me llamo la atencién en la
Estacion IX, “JesUs cae por tercera vez”, que de las 14 Estaciones,
JesuUs cae en tres de ellas. S6lo conoce a su madre una vez.
También conoce a Veronica y a las otras mujeres solo una vez.
Pero en 14 pasos cae tres veces. Pero no son las tres caidas lo que
importa. Son las tres veces que JesUs se levanta lo que
importa. Magullado y maltrecho, a JesUs le hubiera sido facil
quedarse en el suelo y no levantarse. Pero se levanté. El no se
rindi6. Complet6 su viaje...muriendo para que nosotros podamos
vivir.

La leccion para ti y para mi en este Domingo de Regocijo de
Laetare es imitar a Jesus. Necesitamos perseverar en nuestro
viaje de Cuaresma cumpliendo las promesas que hicimos el
Miércoles de Ceniza.Y hacerlo con alegria en el corazon y
sonrisas en el rostro.

Y concluyo mis palabras de hoy pidiendo oraciones por
nuestros tres nuevos obispos, ordenados el pasado jueves por
el Arzobispo Pérez. Por favor levante en oracion al obispo Keith
Chylinski, al obispo Christopher Cooke y al obispo Efrén Esmilla
mientras comienzan sus ministerios como obispos auxiliares de la
Arquidiocesis de Filadelfia. _\

Today’s readings: 2 Chronicles 36:14—16, 19-23; Psalm
137:1-2, 3, 4-5, 6, Ephesians 2:4—10; John 3:14-21. Hope
and joy are recurring themes in the readings and prayers on
the Fourth Sunday of Lent. Midway through Lent, just as we
begin to weary in our resolve, the readings remind us of
God’s love and the eternal life that awaits, and the prayers
relate the Christian response of joy. The entrance antiphon
begins, “Rejoice, Jerusalem, and all who love her,” recalling
for us that Lent is also a season for joy.

The liturgical color varies from the season’s violet to
rose today to visually encourage us. This day points to the

reconciliation that is ours because of Christ’s death and res-
urrection. And we have merited none of this. Only by the
mercy of God do we live in Christ. As the reading from
Ephesians states, “It is the gift of God; it is not from works
SO no one may boast.”

Some accept the gift of faith, but as the Gospel states,
“The light came into the world, but people preferred dark-
ness to light.” At baptism, we received the light of Christ
and, with that light, join Christ in dispelling darkness. This
week, be aware that you carry the light of Christ within you
and can bring others to it.

Blind Faith

John tells the story of a man pleading for Jesus to cure his
dying child. The miracle of the cure convinced this man and
the others present that Jesus was the Messiah. But what about
those of us who have never witnessed such a miracle?

On what do
you base your belief? How much do you trust in the Lord?

During every Mass, we encounter Christ in the Liturgy of the
Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist.

God does not want us to
continue wandering in the desert; he beckons us to the prom-
ised land of eternal life. This week, meditate on a part of the
Mass.
